The Seventeenth of June, 1775

We have been pernitted to make the following interesting
extracts from two recent ictters written to her son, formerly a
resident of this town, by a daughter of Captain William Warren,
who commanded a company in the battle of Bunker Hill, and who was
@ relative, probably a cousin, of General Warren, Captain Warren
died in Sutton, in the year 1832, These reminliscences have an

especial irterest, coming to us so near the arniversary of the

battiz:

"You are laborirg under a mistake in thirking I ever tcld vou
that your grandfather held the head of Gereral Varren, or heard
his last words. WNo! He was fighting at the head of his ovm
company, &rd but a few moments before the General was killed he
passed the company of which my father was Captair, anrd as he passed,

said to him, tFicht on Iy brave namssake, the victery will be ours,

fer God 1is fighting for us!! That was the last father ever heard

but & short time before Le, himself, was knocked
dewn by the burstirg of a bombshell which buried itself in the
grourd exactly beforec him, Everyone thoucht him dead, and when

the brave fellcws hag e¢xpendzd all their amnunitien they piied

they micht clirk a 1it112 and tarcw their last weapon of dzfence,
which was stznzgs with more ferce at the British as they were

prescing up the hill, hen they could do no more and were forczd
to retrzat, cne of yeur crandfather's sojdiers tcook his body out
cf the pilzs, sald, with an oath, the British should not heve his

Captein, took him orn his back ard carried him about *ajrf way

down the hill, when he was shot dead under him. How long he lay
there, I know not, but cne of the last to retreat, being a neighbor
of his, passed as he supposed the two dead bodles, knew your
grandfather by somethirg In the shape of a uniform which was not
entirely torn from his body, stooped down and put his hand in

his bosom--said he was sure there was a faint trembling at the
Preast, and took him up and carried him off the hill. 1 have

often heard father say that the first he knew, after the bursting
of the shell was itwo days afterwards, some one was washing his

eyes with a ccol liguid; he saw nothing for weeks, and was confined
to a bed of pzirn and weary watching for menths--the news of his
death reached his father's family, where there was weeping and

mourning for the loss of a beloved child--they had no irtimaticn

home on a litter. Ly Aunt Ge-~-~- told me he was almost literally
torn to pieczs--he had not cne terrlble wound, but was covered

with them from head to foct--she was his nurse throuugh all his

long cenfirerient, and would be very likely tc tell the truth about
its One thirg I can well repmerber, when I wes a child and used to
wender what made him hatz the British, and their covernment so,

hie tecok my hand and putl it In his bescm, and there was a hollow
largz enough to put in my whole hend.

was a firm demccrat to the day of his death.
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"I think I can remember a song that was composed after my
father got sc as to go out after the Battle and sung on a public
occasion of rejoicing or account of his recovery. It was com-
posed by one of his assoclates of about his own age. There is
nothing elegant in its language, but it will show in what esti-
maticn he was held by his associates at that time: It runs thus:-

"Hail! Warren hail! Who once did die,
When in defercz of liberty,
Your life was freely plegced-
You met the foe serzne and cﬁlm
And fearless of impending harm
The ruffian crew engaged.

"If like ycur heart your body had
Of steel or adament been n made,
In vain their force hzd been:
But while I thus enumerate
Your might and werth, zh? cruel fate,
Cpens a mournful scene,
